PRIZES: 

All submissions are read by volunteers (a 

minimum of three evaluations are required) and 

advance by a point system through the com-

petition. Playwrights may track the progress 

of their scripts on the MCT website. Designa-

tions are given to Honorable Mentions, Semi-

Finalists, and Finalists. 

 

ONE ACTS—The McLaren Readers select the 

Winner in this division as well as Third and 

Second Place. A cash prize of $200 is 

awarded to the First Place script. 

 

FULL LENGTH — Finalists are presented in a 

readers theatre format in August with the 

winning script selected by audience vote. A 

cash prize of $400 is awarded to the win-

ning script.  

 

If a play is selected for an upcoming MCT 

Season, then the playwright will receive 

round-trip transportation and lodging for 

Opening Weekend, as well as royalties. 

 

MCT reserves the right to first production of 

all Finalists. All decisions made by the 

McLaren Committee are final.
